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About the Assessment

Grade 6 students wrote this assessment in October, 2018. Students completed a series of questions in each of the
mathematics strands (number, patterns and relations, measurement, geometry, and statistics and probability). Questions were
designed to assess how fully a student understands mathematics. Nova Scotia teachers worked with the Department of
Education and Early Childhood Development to develop this assessment and to set the assessment expectation. The
expectation is what students should know and be able to do on their own at the beginning of grade 6.

Mathematics Overall Results

The student demonstrated a mathematics performance of Level 3 on this assessment.

Students at Level 3 can generally solve problems that involve several steps and may solve problems they have not seen
before. They can apply number operations (+, -, x, +) correctly and can judge whether an answer makes sense. They can
understand and use many math terms and symbols, including those at grade level.

There is a range of performance at each level. The dot below shows where the student's result is located in the range.
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Note: the student attempted 70 out of 70 questions.

The table below shows how the student performed on the components of mathematics on this assessment. This information
may guide teachers in looking further into the student's achievement on various components of mathematics.
